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Lovely Slides here. Fill out the song and create the groove.
The main notes are F# and B… which as you notice I have tabbed them all on the E string.  That is to allow for that nice slide sound.  But if you look at those notes closer to the ‘roots’ at fret 4 on the E string and fret 2 on the A string you will notice they form that square shape so familiar by now to nice bass lines… 

We will be using a hammer-on here that goes into a slide which creates a lovely sound.

H = Hammer On 

S = Slide

SU = Slide Up the string generally to a fade

SD = Slide Down the string generally to a fade
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That’s basically it.  Towards the end he starts to play up higher - the octaves

You can figure that one out yourself - that’s easy.
